Jesus was at prayer and when he had finished his disciples made a simple request, ‘teach us how to pray…’’

His relationship with the Father is deeply intimate and his prayer begins with that sentiment, 

‘May your name be held holy.’ So, his prayer is based on his intimacy with the Father, not on his particular need. 

God’s reign is central – the breaking in of God’s grace – that moment of insight, that moment of blessing. 
 

Saint Augustine said, ‘God is more intimate to me than I am to myself.’ 

Saint Teresa of Avila spoke similarly, ‘God resides at the centre of the human person.’ 
 

It is in the light of God’s name being held holy that we become aware of just how God does give us our daily bread. 

It is how we become even more aware of how richly we are blessed by God’s providence. 
 

It is also in the light of God’s name being held holy that we forgive – ourselves and others…
