Pope Francis: Message to Pastoral conference, 2017 

Dear Parishioners 
  
I recall talking to a man who was terminally ill who had been organizing his funeral. He chose readings and music 
and was leaving written instructions for his family and for me as his parish priest. 
  
He told me that he had a dream in which he was standing outside the pearly gates and was holding two brown 
paper shopping bags. Saint Peter asked him what was in the bags and the man replied, ‘Just some precious 
things.’ Saint Peter told him, ‘Well, you are not ready to come in here because you can’t carry anything through 
these gates!’ 
  
The man spent the next few months giving away things, land, and money. After looking after his family, he 
rewrote his will to include several charities. He told me that, ‘these charities were making a real difference to 
others. They were Riding for the Disabled, Saint John’s Ambulance, the local Hospice, and the Rescue 
Helicopter…’ 
  
I was amazed at how peaceful the man was when he died. He died over ten years ago but I have always 
remembered his example which illustrates today’s 
gospel. 
We cannot take anything with us when we die, but we 
can make a huge difference to others so that our names 
are also ‘written in heaven.’
